supply), a flayed man of muscle out of an anatomy book (the door),vertebrate rock cut
steps (hills), forks and knives (Ajamil and the tigers).

Actually, Arun Kolatkar is a faultless painter, perfect in techniques of imagery,
narratives skills and delineations and superb in detail but far from being truly Indian in
sensibility, There are many reasons why this impression finally solidifies itsel fin the reader’s
mind, the language with its gratuitously cranky irony, humour and banter does not match
the experience the attitude does not match the atmosphere, the sensibility does not match,
the cultural ethos and the intentions of narrations does not match up to the notability of
the object under observation. The human figures Kolatkar’s caricatures are Indian only
superficially and ofien at their worst and hardly representative of the true religious
metaphysical essence of India in so far as their selfishness and commercial attitudes are
underscored. Commercialisation and corruption at religious play is not typical of India.
He is not, a deeply devoted priest of god; out to study and fight, Luther like, the corruption
at Jejuri, he is an extraordinary traveller an artist, visiting a place which ordinary people
have traditionally accepted as seat of faith and source of divine grace. Instead of opposing
and protesting vehemently he observes minutely and delineates ironically and selectively
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without trying o get emotionallyinvolved inthespirit of the place. And, after all, Khandoba
is basically adcity of the *Bahujan Samaj™ and also of the Deshastha Brahmins; Ku!nﬂf.ar
isa"Kokanastha®. Inthe opening poem * The Bus' through a juxtaposition of the protagonist
with an old man who is a fellow traveller in the bus was going to Jejuri. His destination
appears to be well defined by the caste mark, The journey is made by the S.T Bus and
retum by the train, both being comparatively very comfortable. However, the road to
Jejuri is in poor condition. So, in this poem, Arun Kolatkar portrays old man who is
pilgrim, the bus which is Indian means of conveyance, caste mark which is identity of
Indian Hindu, the holy place Jejuri whichiis Indian religious place from Maharashtra.
Thesecond poem The Priest'describes a priest who is waiting for the arrival of
the bus, bringing a crowd of pilgrims and tourists. He is not bothered about the religious
aspect of the visit of pilgrims. He is concerned with offerings before the stone or bronze
image of God Khandoba. With the arrival of the bus a cat-smile runs o his cheek, he
expects “Puran Poli™ in his plate. Priest chews the betel nut as ifhe is reciting mantra. The
tronicand better remark about the priest’s greediness indicates that he is not interested in
holy worship. He thinks selfishly ofhow much money he will get from the pilgrims. So, in
this poem shows Indian sensibility of Arun Kolatkar. He uses selfish Indian characterin
his poem. The place, Jejuri is religious, example of any place from Indian rel igious place.
The poem *The Low Temple' isa poem pointing out that the pilgrim is amodem intellectual
sceptic. The poem is conversation between the priest and the pilgrim. The tone is ironic.
While lighting the gods and answering the pilgrim’s question the priest says that poddess
has 8 arms but pilgrim says that there are 18 arms the poddess. Ignorance of the priest is
also quotable. Indian priests’ are not aware about significance of god and goddess. They
do notknow much about pilgrim place. They only ready to collect money from pilgrims.
In the poem *An Old Woman’, the poet describes an old beggar woman in simple and
plain words. She catches and holds of poet's shirt and asks him to give hera 50 paise
coin and promise to show him the horseshoe shrine. The cracks near the eyes of her
make him think of cosmic destruction. Itis the supreme surrealistic image. In this poem
Kolatkar simply describes helpless beggar woman who finds everywhere at religious
places in whole India. He describes her attitude looks behaviour, her demand and her
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tendency of life and Indian be [gar woman,

Thepoem ‘Chaitanya’, ‘Chaitanya’ ‘Mahaprabhu’ the noted Bengali Vaishnav
saint is said to have visited Jejuri around 1550-51. The attitude of Chaitanya aboul Jejuri
is stone image, Chaitanya says Jejuri is the land of stone image which has religious
significance, It shows Indian blind faith about stone. Indian people believe on stone images
instead of living things.

*A Scratch’, the poem shows the impact of commercialization at Jejuri, People
goes 10 Jejuri as a means of income, throughout the year it is continued. The poet is
unable to make difference between god and stone at Jejuri. “Heart of Ruin" is witncsses

throughout journey to Jejuri. The heart of ruin in some ways points to a lacunaon the part
of the camera eye. Lord Khandoba s protector of dogs that often been called in “Vaghya
or “Khandya" reminding us of the close association between the god and dog.

The poems * A Song for Vaghya', ' A Song for Murli* and * An Old Woman® are
most remarkable. Theold woman must bea one time-Murli, Devdasi now old and therefore
without any commercial prospects she became beggar. Itis the Indiun character used by
Arun Kolatkar in his prem. The poem, ‘The Blue Horse” also indicates Indian sensibility
in making music and playing drum for Khandoba who is the deity of “Bhahujan Samaj".
The poet is pointing out the Indian lack of sincerity of Indian people, and criticising the
hypocrisy of those people who deliberately choose unconventional attitudes. Toothless
singer, drummer and musicians are all Indian people.

The poem ‘Makarand’ presents a simple theme of Indianness. Makarand is not
ready to shirt off and to follow custom in the tempie of Khandoba. He wants freedom to
preserve his individual belief. He requests fora match box so that he can smoke in the
courtyard. The poem lays emphasis on the importance 0 fpersonal freedom. The poet is
not prepared to accept the custom prevalent at the shrine. But he does not demand any
change. Heallows his friend to go in if that was what he wanted to do. There is a sense
of tolerances that attitude to show the importance of the poet is giving to personal freedom.
He is not raising any objection against any ritual or custom. He is concerned only with his
own individuality and personal freedom. We witness throughout that Jejuri is a journey
through “The Heartof Ruin’. Since the life of protagonist is too indulgently attracted by
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externalities he seems to be faded to certain touching realities, even the heart of ruin can
provide shelter to someone as derclict and as agonised asa mongrel bitch who “has
found a place for herself and her puppics™. Tn this poem Arun Kolatkar depicts Indian
religious places which are ruined conditioned. They are safe for even animals.

The poem “The Reservoir’, M.R. Satyanrayana says that “the reserv oir prepares
the reader for a possible symbol of permanent drought.”*

There is no water in the reservoir built by the Peshwas, Whatever spiritual source

Jejuri might have boasted of in the past has dried up. The modem people are ignorant to
keep historical heritage to have evidence for history. The reservoirs full of silt which can
be used to quench for people and cattle. People have spiritual faith about gods and
goddesses; they give their children the names of gods and goddesses. Also they give the
name of gods and goddesses to shop, there are some shops like “Mhalaskant cafe”,
“Gorakshanath cutting Saloon”, ete. It has mythical and historical evidence from the era
of Ramayana and Mahabharata.

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The History of Feminism in India

ABSTRACT
Feminism is culture specific and women § lives are culturally constructed;
so also the process of socialization is rooted in their social reality. Thus when
we locate feminism within the Indian reality, the location is motivated by the
need to differentiate it from the Western discourse of feminism and to outline
ils indigenous origins, the nature of its questioning and the concerns and
approaches of women writers in contemporary literature,

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When we think of Indian Ferninism it goes back to 12th centaury duning which
the lachana movement started under the leadership of Alamprablu and Basavanna
who were the most secular thinkers. Before Fachana Movement Bhagwan Buddha
thought of the idea of liberation of the women and opened the doors to women of all
class, castes and background, but Buddha's preaching was neglected. Chakradhara
believed that woman becomes pure afier every month. Basaweshwara threw open the
doors of spiritual pursuit to everyone, including women. Later social reformists like Phule
called woman superior to man. This is a quintessential feature of Indian feminism that
unlike the Western feminist movement, India’s movement was initiated by men, and later
joined by women.

Though the feminist movement in India was largely influenced by Westem ideals,
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they have adapted their appeals to local issues and concerns, such as dowry-related
violence apainst women, Sati, sex selective abortion, ignorance, illiteracy and custodial
rape. Our own firchrand today stand as heirs to deeper Indian traditions of political
participation, traditions rooted in the freedom strugale and even in the reform movements
of the 19th century. In logical progression, therefore, the women's movement today sees
itself as an ally of movements * from below”. The anti-dowry campaigns in the *80s, and
anti-rape demonstrations in the “90s, displayed the spontancous stru peles of women
throughout the country, When we think of history of ferninism in India, it can be divided
into three phases: the first phase, begann the mid-nincteenth century, when male European
colonists bepan to speak out against the social evils of Sati; the second phase, started
from 1915 1o Indian independence, when Gandhi incorporated women's movements
into the Quit India movement and independent women ‘s organizations began to
emerpe; and finally, the third phase, post-independence. whi ch has focused on fair
treatment of women in the work foree and right to political party.
First Phasc: 1850-1915:

Duc 1o the tradition and custom bound conservative society, Indian woman in the
past (and even today) was indoctrinated into belicving that self-cflacement, submission,
\olerance, self-sacrifice and stoicism are the classical virtues of Indian womanhood. They
were expected to emulate Sita. The Brahmin priests glorified the custom of sati or self-
immolation. Those who were reprieved from this cruel custom remained to face the
wrath of society and lived a miserable life. It wasat the advent of British rule that the
status of Indian woman was heightened in case of literacy, individuality, health, social
status and economicindependence. Christian Missionaries campaigned against the social
evils and practices like early mamage, infanticide, temple dancing. and polygamy. This in
consequence made British govemment 1o made legislative reforms against the barbarous
customs of Hindu socicty. It also led to reformatory movements within Hindu society
itself. Men like Raja Ram Mohan Roy initiated social reform like abolishing sati, which
was 2 widow's death by buming on her husband’s funeral pyre. The Brahmosamay,

founded by Roy, pleaded and campaigned for the principle of freedom of women and
equality of sexes. It also advocated remarriage rights for widows. With the efforts of
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reformists like Ishwarchand Vidvasagar, the Widow Remarriage Act (1830) was

passed. Other acts of legislation passed were The Civil Marriage Actof 1872w hich
Married

enforeed monogamy and raised the age of marriage for gitls to 14 years. The
Women k Act of 1874 widened the scope of streedhana to include eamings ol a womin
by exercise of her artistic and literary skills.

In Maharashtra, Sacial reformists like, M. G Ranade, D. K. Karve, ] yotiba and
Savitribai Phule did o laudable work for promoting women's education and upliftment.

Pandita Rama Bai and Rama Bai Ranade among others ran institutions and vocational

schools that helped thousands of women. B enpal even produced a great woman poet,
Toru Dutt around this time. Towards the end of the 19th century there was ama rked
improvement in the enroliment of girls in schools althou gh the overall picture was bleak.
The end of the 19th century saw the entry of women into the medical, nursing and tcaching
professions. Thus, the 19th century saw a number of social reforms and legislations for
women but in actual practice, they fell short of their objectives. Nevertheless, in the light
of the abject misery which women endured (hroughout the ages, their importance cannot
be denied.
Women have on rare oceasions recorded their own voice. It is their version
. which should attract our attention. Towards the end of the 19th century, an anonymously
published book in Hindi titled * Simantni Updesh’ discussed the women's questions. The
language of the book is extremely colloguial and cven aggressive at times. The writer
bemoans the use of jewellery by women because it renders them captive. She questions
every custom — the symbols of married life, family ties, sexuality, widow remarriage,
religion, the concept of dharma, In the chapter ‘Pativrata Dharma’ she complains that the
only duty assigned to women by all scriptures is duty towards the husband which places
her in a secondary position. She mocks at the whole idea of spiritual relationships when
it is the bodily needs which are thrust forward.
In 1882, Tarabai Shinde published her treatise Stree Purush Tulna (4
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Comparison between Women and Men), 1o show who is really wicked, women or
men. But it was unknown to the Marathi literature until 1975 when it was found and
republished by 8.G. Malashe, Now afier hundred years, she has the distinction of being
the first Indian feminist literary critic. In this book she takes up the common charges

labeled at women, women as sources of evil, wickedness, guilt and the rest and argues
against them highlighting the creative powers of women and their indispensability to worldly
life.The High Caste Hindu Woman (1888) by Pandita Ramabai Saraswati is an appeal
for money for funding educational projects. She also discussed in it family tics, child
mamage, widowhood, and female infanticide. She writes, Religion, as the word is ( ]
commonly understood, has two distinct natures in the Hindu law, the masculine and the
feminine. Themasculine religion has its own peculiar duties, privileges and honours. The
feminine religion has its own peculiarities.(Saraswati, 58)
Pandita Ramabai led a life indefiance of all established norms. Her education
and scholarship, her stepping outside the confines of a widow's circumstances, her travels,
both in India and abroad, her social mission - all these were assertion of an unusual self.
In case of Indian English novelist of this period may be mentioned Raj Lakshmi Debi’s
The Hindu Wife or The Enchanted Fruit (1878). Mrs. Krupabai Satthianadhan is the
only woman writer, who wrote more than one novel in English in 19th century. Kamla, a
story of Hindu Life (1894) and Sangita-A Study of Native Christian Life (posthumously
published in 1895) were reprinted in 1998. Both are noteworthy for the writers concern
with gender, caste, ethnicity and cultural identity. Sheventibai M Nikambe's Razanabai :
A Sketch of a Bombay High Caste Hindu Young Wife was published in 1895. Comelia c
Sorabji, a Parsi Christian, is another great figure in the realm of novels. She is famous for
her three important works — Love and Life Behind the Purdak (1901), Sun Babies in
the Child Life of India (1904) and Between the Twilight (1908). She reveals in her
novels the various moods and vestures going in under the ‘Purdha’- the ecstasy, tragedy,
comedy and more things which are unnoticed even by the feminist philosopher. She
seems to satinze the hypocrisy and domineering in male dominated societal framework.

HISTORY OF LIBRARY EDUCATITON IN INDIA:

There is a reference to in-service training in universities set up during the later
part of the 19th century (Neelmeghan, 1974). However, the credit for starting a formal
course of library education in Indin goes to William Alonson Borden and Asa Don
Dickinson, students of the great librarian Melwil Dewey. Borden began a training course
in 1911 at the Central Library, Baroda in and Dickenson at Punjab University in 1915.
The training school at Punjab University was considered to be the second known library
school in the world; the first aquainted school is Ranganathan Columbia School. Dickensan
was probably the first to use the term ‘ Library Science' for his training course in place of
“Librarianship’ (Konnur, 1986). Dr. 8.R. - the father of Indian library scicnce - who also
worked sincerely for the spread of Library and Information Science education in India,
by his cfforts, universitics and library associations started setting up library schools.
LISEDUCATION IN INDIA:

The objectives of the LIS courses are to provide a balanced training, integrating

theory with practical exercises, and to coverall aspects of professional work with equal

emphasis embracing new frontiers of librarianship. These new frontiers are mainly
Information Storage and Retrieval, Information Technology, Information Management
and Knowledge Management. The University Grants Commission (UGC) Model
Curriculum Report, 2001 lists six levels of courses in Library and Information science
education in India, starting from Certificate, Diploma, Bachelor (BLISc), P.G Diploma,
Masters (MLISc) to M.Phil and PhD.

LIBRARY AND INFORMATION SCIENCE IN DISTANCE MODE:

MAJOR CHALLENGES:

Many challenges exist before LIS professionals to march further to meet the
present and fiture situations and bring in qualitybothin teaching and practice. Theultimate
aim of any courseincluding LIS is to make job seckers enrolled in the system employable
and marketable, The universities that have correspondence courses in LIS are not
producing such candidates who have the required skills. In the present situation, most of
the open universities have no limit in intake of students thus producing a large group of
peoplehaving higher degrees witha good percentage, but that isuseless and unproductive
in the field of professional work which leads to an unemployment problem.

Following areother challenges and issues that the LIS education systemis facing nowadays:
1) Lack of finance: '
The major challenge in improving the LIS education is the lack of finance. Itis
not possible to make any resource available without appropriate financial support. The
agencies issuing grants like UGC, university authorities and other bodies don’t support
LIS schools needing special grants forinfrastructure, faculty and other necessary items.
2) Inadequate Infrastructure:
Generallyin most oftheuniversitis, study centers are conducting LIS education
i India. which are not adequately established with well-furnished computer laboratory
and library facilities because the administration does not feel anyneed to provide computer
lab facilities, library facilities, mmml.uﬁcaﬁun equipments, other information science
components, and necessary infrastructures required for LIS departments.
3) Lack of Knowledge and Training: :
One of the main constraints of e-learning systems is that students need to know
how to use the particular information technology. Much more attention will be required in

www server and client technology. Despite the increase in the number of institutions
offering distance programs, little is known about the teaching practices that contributeto
effective mlzline course design and delivery.

SUGGESTIONS:

1 Admissions should be done through admission tests or based on good academic
record. Duration of the contact classes, especially practical hours should be
increased and attendance should be made compulsory.

Itis strongly felt that the course
duration at Masters level should be of four scmesters. Dissertation/project work
should be in the third semester and practical training/work experience should
given in the fourth semester.

3 All library schools, who impart correspondence programs, should have a
permanent faculty. The availability of high caliber permanent teachers should be
made a precondition for starting courses in LIS.

4 India urgently needs an cducational reform towards open, flexible, student-
centered learning, movingaway from imparting bookish knowledgelo inculcating
skills in self-study, creativity, vocational efficiency, and self-reliance. The teaching
stylemustbe innovative to face the changing environment.

5 Extensive preplanning of an online course is essential. Knowledge of the
capabilities and limitations of the learning system is animportant pr:reqlﬁsitcin
design an online course.

Over the last few years, a greater sense of urgency has previuled in India’s strategic
environment. Several factors account for this new urgency.
India At Odds With Pakistan, and the China Factor:

Fara nnnilwrnﬁff_'nr‘: conflict hetwern Ineley o Pakstan has caused a Hﬂ-ﬂth
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Asian arms race of great proportions, [However, more recent cvents, such as the 1999
Kargil confliet and the November 2008 Mumbai tcrror attacks, have heightened India’s
questto stockpile arms.

In the decade that has followed Kargil, the value of India’s arms pur-chase deals
has crossed 1.8, $50 billion, with every sign indicating that this figure will surpass U.S.
$100 billion over the coming decade. India’s arms acquisitions have more than doubled
hetween 1999 and 2004 (LS. §15.5 billion) and 2004 and 2009 (U.S. $35 billion).
The India-China Indian Ocean Region Tussle:

For quite some time, and particularly as their economics have grown, Indiaand
China have been eyeing cach other s influence in the Indian Ocean Region (JOR). Such
influence has sipnificant strategic, military, transport, energy, and commercial implications
for botly countrics. India has long been wary of the bases being set up by China in India’s
netghborhood-—a policy that has yen deseribed as a “string of pearls™ around 'ndia’s
neek. which can easily be ightened should the newd anse.

SECURING INDIA'S FUTURE:

Even as India works assiduously to safeguard its national security in the coming
years, it will increasingly need to take sieps 1o strengthen human security as well. Hundreds
of millions of Indians are malnour-ished, impoverished, illiterate, and ill. Such sutfenng s
compounded by the country's rampant resource shortages (particularly those of water
and encrgy). Due to population growth and climate change, India’s resource con-straints
are likely o deepen in the years ahead. Such shortages have major implications for both
national and human security. In fact, even now, many of India’s internal and external
security con-cerns are intertwined with natural resource issues. The Maoist insur-gency
exploits resource misallocations suffered by tribal communities. Residents of electricity-
deficient Jammu and Kashmir seethe at New Delhi’s refusal to develop more power
projects, and decry the paltry proportion of electricity they receive from the state-owned
facilities that do exist there.

Given India’s natural resource problems, the stakes of addressing the country’s
present security challenges will only intensily in the future. This suggests that better natural

resouree management will become as important a pnonty as tackling the Maoist threat

and |, :
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j and strengthening India’s national defenses. Therefore, the watchwords of India’s security
5 future will likly be not jtmmmtu'inqrrgmcy, arms procurements, and naval modemization,
= but also resource cquity and efliciency.

Introduction:

Power is inflationary. As countries become stronger, their interests e.'xpand

bevond their borders, where they must find new ways to protect those interests. Indiais
no exception. Its expansion, though, brings it into contact with China, a much more
formidable country that competes with India for land-based and maritime trade routes in
the Pacific. China and India have protocols in place for dealing with neighbors such as
Nepal and Bhutan, which they border by land. But they have le.ss established rules of
engagement for dealing with Southeast Asian nations, which, as coastal, peninsular and
island nations, require different strategies.
India is putting its expansion efforts on display this week, hosting the first ASEAN-India
Connectivity Sumnmit, aimed at supporting infrastructure development and trade
parinerships between India and the members of the Association of Southeast Asian
Nations. It is part of India's Act East policy, an initiative to strengthen economic and
security ties with Southeast Asia. India hopes that this policy will help it meet its
objectives both on the domestic and international fronts. Dornestically, Act East will
encourage economic development in India's Northeast region, an area poorly connectad
to the rest of the country. Internationally, this policy aims to expand India's presence in
Southeast Asia so that it can serve as a counterwe; ght to China.

India is now using the Act East policy as a counter to China's own ambitious One
Belt, Cne Road initiative, a vast network of inSastructure projects that promises to build
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connections throughout Asia and into Europe,

In the past few years, however, the rel ationship has not been able to maintain the
smemomentum. Even Hillary Clinton, the then US Seeretary of State, during her visit to
India in 2011 said that India should not merely "look" towards the East, but more
importantly, "act” and "engage” with the East. The NDA overnment outlined the Act
East Policy in November 2014, within six months of assuming power in May 2014, The
policy seeks to revive and reinvigorate India's relations with ASEAN os well as expand
the country's engagement beyond the region to encompass the Koreas in the North 1o
Australia and New Zealand in the South, and from neighbouring Bangladesh to Fiji and
PacificIsland countries in the Far East, During Bangladesh President Abdul Hamid's visit
t0 India in December 2014Bthe first, after a gap of 40 years B Modi said that India's Act
East Palicy would begin from Bangladesh,

India and ASEAN: a step in the right direction:

ASEAN continues to form the central pillar of India's Act East Policy. This is
evident from the active mutual visits in the region over the past 24 months. Modi travelled
to Singapore to attend the State funeral of Lee Kuan Yew, Singapore's first Prime
Minister, in March 2015. He went back in November 2015 to mark the 50th anniversary
of the establishment of bilateral relations and establish a strategic partnership. Before
that, Modi had gone to Myanmar to participate in the East Asia Summit and the
India-ASEAN Summitin November 2014. Healso travelled to Malaysiain November
2015 for a bilateral visit as well as to attend the East Asia and the India ASEAN summits.
Extemnal Affairs Minister Sushma Swaraj has also visited Indonesia, Vietnam, Singapore,
Thailand and Myanmar during the same period. ASEAN leaders, too, have visited India,

such as Viemam Prime Minister Nguy?n T?n D?ng in October 2014 ang Singapore’s
President Tony Tan, who joined celebrations marking the 50th anniversary of diplomatic
relations in India. Myanmar. in particular, occupies a special position in India's matrix of
ties with ASEAN states. Afier all, itis contiguous to India's Northeast region, sharing a
land boundary of 1,700 km with four states including Manipur, Mizoram, Nagaland and
Arunachal Pradesh. Major infrastructure projects such as the India-Myanmar-Thailand
Trilateral Highway can prove to bea geme-changer to connect India's Northeast with
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ASEAN,
Strategic Engagement

The emphasis in the first phase of the look cast policy (LEP) was primarily on

economic engagement. Bui the area of cooperation in defence and strategic matters was

not completelvoverlooked. Indianot only supplied defence equipment to the ASEAN
countries but also agreed to help upgrade and repair their major weapon systems like
MiG (Mikoyan-Gurevich) fighter aircrafis and offer training to their defence personnel.
Important agreements in this respect were signed with Vietnam, Malaysia, Laos and
Singapore, Some of those agreements, particularly with Malaysia and Laos eould not be
fullyimplemented, partly due to the regional economic crisis and payments difficulties and
partly due to inept handling by the concerned Indian defence organisations. Security
cooperation was also an important item in the growing India-Myanmar relations.
Challenges and Prospects

Any objective assessment of nearly the past two decades of India's LEP would
suggest that while notable progress has been made, there is still a long way to go and
tremendous potential remains to be harnessed. The East Asian spread is vital for India's
economic progress and security needs. It can be a vehicle for India's greater Asian
identity and provide a constructive outlet to such of its energy and aspirations that cannot
be absorbed in the South Asian neighbourhood alone. This region is also emerging as the
key theatre for the intense interplay of the forces of globalisation that will affect the
texture and contours not only of Asian, but even of world politics, China has much
deeper economic engagements with India's eastern neighbours and these engagements
are going to get stronger. Many of these neighbours find their engagement with China to
be mutually beneficial, notwithstanding oceasional reservations. India is notin aposition
to match this and can never provide alternative support to them. The countries of
Southeast Asia want to keep India. and other countries engaged in the region in order to
have a comfortable regional balance. The problem would however arise if and when
China starts asserting itself on these countries. The instance of Ching's gradually growing
asseriion in South Asia and also in the South China Searegion may be kept in view. As
this assertion increases, India's presence in the region may come under pressure. [t must

Policy Challenges
Issues of Infrastructure and Lack of Local Support: The "Look East/ Act East"
policy was largely conceptualized at New Delhiin the | 990s, primarily as a responge to
the vacuum created in Indian forgi gn policy with the sudden demise of the Soviet Union.
In thatlight. the policy was originally crafled more asa response by India to the systemic
changes ininternational politics rather than apolicy aimed primarily at uplifting its rather
backward northeastern region. The idea that the northeast could be the prop for the
Southeast Asian-Indian economic linkage was pushed to the back stage in the early
years, Once it was realized around 2000 that the "Look East” policy was a viable way to
develop the northeast. policy/decision-makers started arguing for a proactive
engagement of northeast India with Southeast Asia. However, the idea has not yet fired
the imagination of the local people across the states since they were/ are not briefed
clearly about the policy by the state actors. Si gnificantly, Indin's conceptualization of the

In orderto be transformative, however, the Modi Government must look
beyond what has already been pledged to pursue serious and deep strategic partnerships
throughout the region. This seriousness would be gauged through a number of indicators,
On the political level, there would need to be greater engagement with East and
Southeast Asian partners, and greater diplomatic resourcing throughout the region.
